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Dr Maria Montessori (1870 – 1952) – Italy’s first woman doctor, realised that children were in 
need of a better education than they were being given.  Working with psychologists and 
scientists she started to develop her own theories and learning materials for the young. 
 
The Montessori approach is concerned with developing the whole personality of the child.  
This is done primarily by allowing children the freedom to interact with their environment, an 
environment that has be specially prepared to meet the requirements of the children.   
 
In many schools too, direction in every day skills, social graces and discipline is sometimes 
lacking.  In our school, by contrast, the student learns these social skills, as well as covering a 
whole range of academic subjects, including Maths, English, French and Spanish, Sciences, 
Art, Music and I.C.T.  
 
The essence of Montessori Education is that every child is treated with respect, given freedom 
within the limits of a carefully structured environment and allowed to develop naturally at his 
or her own pace, to the best of their own abilities.  As an indication of our success, two of our 
10 year old pupils obtained A* grades in Mathematics G.C.S.E examination last year.
